We are aware of the extent to which code red has a negative impact on EMS, and as men-
tioned at recent REMAC and MLREMS meetings, we are appealing to local health system lead-
ers to look at ways to improve the system. In the meantime, it is important to note that there has
been no change in policy.

After two hospital closures in our region and continued increases in ED patient volumes, local
EDs have increasingly found themselves in situations with overwhelmed resources. Code red is
intended to alert EMS that conditions in the ED are such that the arrival of additional EMS pa-
tients will extend the patient care resources to the point that patient safety may be compromised,
both for newly arriving patients and for existing patients.

It is in the patient’s best interest not to take them to an overwhelmed ED. EMS crews should
make their best effort to explain to patients that choice of a code red hospital may result in pro-
longed delays for definitive care, and has the potential to impact patient safety. In cases when
the EMS provider feels it would benefit the patient to be brought to a code red hospital, they
should consult with medical control for advice. Code red status indicates that an ED needs re-
duced EMS arrivals in order to provide optimal care to their existing patients. Part of providing
good EMS care is transporting patients to a hospital that can best handle their care. Therefore
the role of EMS in this process is critical to ensure optimal patient care.

PCR'’'s - OPC — program agency.

PCR NET is being replaced. The timelineisthe end of 2007.

What will that mean to EMT’'s? That depends on the department. The recommendation for
this project, which was started last year, isto ‘go electronic,” requiring the council program
agencies in all of Monroe and Livingston counties to transmit their data to OPC for state
processing electronically. If any agency can not do this, they will meet with the Medica Di-
rector (oursis Doctor Terry Fairbanks) and PHC will assist them.

We are working out details for any agencies that are not able to go electronic, with sugges-
tions such as | aptops in ambulances.

Questions have arisen regarding which forms will be used, current PCRnet forms or state
forms, and the determination is that new paper forms will not be designed.
