Mike McHenry presented to the board acknowledging the fact that we need to be on the same page when
the building is discussed with the public. He asked that we all work together in the project. He also men-
tioned that the building has a plan to include an areafor the 1936. The question he raised is - does the body
want the 1936 to go to the new fire hall? Also, the room can be used an antique room with display cases.
The fire department would be able to do this cheaper than the district because of them being a municipality
and would have to pay prevailing wages. Tim raised the question of how big the room is going to be, Mike
explained that it would be big enough to have the 1936. The two questions are: does the body want the
room built and would the department be willing to pay for it? Thiswill be brought up by Mike McHenry
and John Lemcke at the January business meeting.

Bill Carter approached the board regarding two things. Suggestions for 2007: Historical aspect — since the
fire hall burned in Spencerport alot of departments have duplicated some historical stuff to store offsite.
He mentioned the chief’ s pictures and also older records. The second thing is putting ateam or committee
together to create amemorial in front of the new fire hall. His proposal isto put acommittee together to
come up with two or three memorials ideas and then bring it to the board, and then the committee could
present what they would like.

Kevin Corcoran presented to the board regarding an ALS contract. Mark and Kevin have met with GVA
and Monroe. They also approached Spencerport, but they did not respond. Monroe and GV A have sent
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information to be considered for an ALS contract. Discussion was had after the packet wasread. The
chief’s office will be reviewing the two contracts and deciding what to go with.

The minutes of the November, 2006 meeting were read and approved.

Personnel:
A number of personnel issues were discussed.

Old Business:

The ambulance replacement committee granted the bid to Braun. It isin production now and they will be
having inspections routinely. This new ambulance will be atwin to the current ambulance.

Jeff talked to Tom Parizek regarding the problems that we have had. Tom will not be unplugging the re-
frigerator anymore. Also, Jeff and Tom will be working together to make sure that the exempt club does
not use the fire department room when the room isreserved. Neil will get an itemized bill regarding the
cleaning of the exempt club.

New Business:

Eric, Mark and Ray met with Dave Mensing regarding being our webmaster. The initia upgrade is $500
which includes 20 hours of labor and overall update of the website menu system, repackaging of several
webpages, enhanced photo display and color scheme change. There would a so be a monthly upkeep of
$75 amonth which includes 2 hours of labor for normal additions plus continued enhancements. Eric will
let the body of the department know at the January meeting.

Digital pagerswill be coming to the district by the end of January or early February. The district purchased
25 pagers for officers and commissioners. There are people in the department who want to purchase adigi-
tal pager. These people would have to pay for the pager and a monthly fee. Mark’s suggestion was to bill
for the pager and the yearly fee al at once. This primarily affects the treasurer and Mark wanted to run it
by Neil to see how he would want to handle this. The district will not be doing this; it will be done through
the department. Neil isnot interested in doing this billing. Neill made a motion that we do not offer pagers
to members and will not handle billing. M/S/C.

The officer oath will be done at the February monthly meeting done by Father Joe Catanise, he is unable to
attend the January meeting.

The fire police captain and lieutenant are no longer an election, it is appointed. Thisyear the captainis
Dick Popowych. The lieutenant is Bill Chatterson.

Another Boy Scout is becoming an Eagle Scout. Tim was asking because we are a sponsoring agency
should we be doing a proclamation. Aaron made amotion in addition to the certificate; we would also pur-
chase a gift not to exceed $50. M/S/C

WEell, the fire commission is off and running for 2007. Commissioner Mike McHenry was appointed
Chairman for 2007. He did such a great job last year that we just couldn’t let him carry on without that job
in 2007. Seriously, a great job by Mike last year. No major changes to announce. Business goes on as
usual. The new committee lists/responsibilities will be posted in the fire hall.

Items of interest: The grant process in regards to the Flood Mitigation request took an odd turn. Asiit
turns out, the grant needed to be submitted by the Village of Hilton and NOT the fire district. The techni-
calities of thisare very boring, but as | write this column Commissioner Lemcke has already been in contact
with the proper people in the village and they have submitted a new application. We will keep you in-
formed on that issue. More grant applications are in the works for various requests.

A motion was made and passed to purchase the St. Leo property for $155,000 plus any associated fees.
We anticipate a January closing on the property. So, you may ask, what is the next step? The New Build-
ing Committee has been hard at work and many things are happening in an ordered process. The Public
Relations/Information part is being put together with public meetings being planned and brochures being
worked on with delivery to the public being a critical part of the process. This all in preparation for the
Bond Vote to take place in the very near future. The committee is in the process of interviewing prospec-
tive construction managers. The committee has also visited a number of new (or revamped) firehouses in
order to get different ideas and advice on what to do and what NOT to do. Very informative! Many more
issues will come up and will be needed to work out. If you have any questions/concerns please ask a com-
missioner or someone on the building committee.

Last item of interest....... A committee has been formed to look into the replacement of 267 and is for-
mulating plans for ordering a new vehicle. The targeted price tag is around $70,000. Please contact Chief
Jeff Mullen and Commissioner Ray Ward for more in-depth details.
