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April’s mandatory drill will be Haz Mat. This 
drill is mandatory for all firefighters and EMS 
members. We will also be doing a Bus Emer-
gency Drill. This drill will cover a lot of infor-
mation with buses including bus construction, 
safety considerations, etc. With this drill we may 
be adding a training session on Saturday, April 
26 to do more with extrication of buses. More 
details on this as they become available. 
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Polaris Ranger with several options including tracks, a custom skid unit for patient transport, and a 2008- 18’ 
American Hauler Nighthawk model enclosed trailer with several options as well. We will be taking delivery 
around the end of April. The training is beginning to be formalized through Assistant Chief Lissow’s team, the 
EMS officers are working on an OG and the committee continues to work through the final details like graph-
ics and trailer layout. We anticipate having the vehicle at the firehouse for a few weeks to train and organize 
the trailer before it is placed in service and moved to Bud Hendershot’s barn for storage until the new fire-
house is completed. Please watch for the training announcements, where we will discuss the operational guide-
lines.  

The building design criteria standard for the Town of Parma has been adopted by the town board and is an 
official standard requirement to follow when building in the town. This standard will be reviewed at an up-
coming drill, as we will all be exposed to the requirements as we operate. This was a three year long process to 
get developed and I am confident it will save lives in our town. Ogden is now moving to accept the same stan-
dard, which we will support Spencerport as they supported us, along with North Greece, in our quest. Thank 
you to Spencerport Chief Munez and North Greece Chief Mesh for their continued support. 

The bylaw committee has begun reviewing our current document to bring it up to date with how we operate 
today. There will be a few proposals presented to the body at the April business meeting. 

Don’t forget the most important part of our jobs is to make sure we ALL keep our pagers on 24/7 and we 
ALL make the equipment go down the road when our community calls for our help! You ALL  are the BEST 
and should be proud of the professional service you provide 24/7!!! Your community needs YOU and the de-
partment can’t do it without ALL of YOU!

�  No visitors (non contracted personnel) are allowed onsite at any time. All visitors must do the follow-

ing: 
�  #1) - ALL visitors MUST report to the CM trailer upon arrival. (Prior notification is helpful) 
�  #2) - ALL visitors MUST sign in/out on the visitors log sheet, located in the CM  trailer. 
�  #3) - ALL visitors MUST wear a hard hat and safety glasses at all times. 
�  #4) – ALL visitors MUST have an escort at all times. 

Please adhere to these rules.  Also we are planning on have a Ground Breaking Ceremony on April 19 at 10:00 
AM.  We will have more detail to follow on this as the event gets closer. 
 
Grants – We received a denial notification on the Regional Fire Act Grant, which would have been utilized 
for SCBA replacement.

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I would like to start off by saying THANK YOU to all who attended the EMS Meeting last Thursday evening. Debbie, 

Ryan and myself put a lot of thought into the agenda and how we were going to facilitate the meeting and after hearing 
feedback from the meeting, it sounds like it went very well. It was pleasing to see so many people there and such a great 
dialogue going on with so many topics covered. Topics covered were EMS Charts, ALS calls and responses, training, the 
mentor program, group assignments and special events.  

As stated, EMS Charts will be live as of Midnight Monday night into Tuesday, April 1st. So whoever is on a call after 
midnight Monday, will be entering their PCR info on the computer. If anyone needs any help or more training, please let 
one of us know. It will be a shaky start as is any new venture. Remember the new PCR's when they came out? It was a 
change and we learned them and moved on. Please have patience and we will be ok. The Run number for the chart will 
start with 080 for every call for the year 2008. The rest of the number will be obtained from the white was board in the 
radio room and/or the log on the desk. The chiefs, Ed and the rest of the dispatchers are aware of how important it is to 
keep these numbers as up to date as possible. When you return from a call and there is no dispatcher on, please update 
the numbers so the next call will be current for the next call or crew. If you do not want to update numbers, can you at 
least write your job number on a paper with your crew and leave it on the radio room desk so that it can be updated? That 
will make life a little easier for all involved. We really need your help and cooperation to make this a successful venture. 
The EMS Computer is set up upstairs and ready to roll for your data entry needs. Along with that is a printer/scanner so 
if you have a signed release, it can be scanned in and attached to a chart. The process is real simple. Place the document 
on the scanner (after lifting the cover) and press start scan button. The document will scan and then ask you to save it to 
a file. It will save to my documents and you can name it whatever you want. As soon as you save it, you need to attach it 
to your chart and then you can delete that file. There is no reason to save the file. Once again, any questions, please ask.  

We spoke about group coverage at great length and had some great thoughts and ideas come up. We see some of the 
weaknesses and will try to work with those and make them better. One of the biggest issues was early morning coverage 
from 4am-6am. Some group members can only run till 4am due to their work schedule in the morning. This has been an 
issue for many years and will only become more of a concern for several reasons. For one, many employers used to give 
community time and may not be as generous any more. Along with families with kids and bus schedules, it makes it hard 
to cover sometimes. If there is a way that group leaders can let everyone know that some hours may be uncovered, that 
would be great, but now that we all know that coverage may be bleak in those hours, maybe we can all keep our ears 
open and when we hear the tones drop again looking for a crew, we will know that the rig is not covered and head for the 
hall after a call downtown. We have had some holes here and there but for the most part, group coverage is doing very 
well. Daytime coverage is also doing very well. It is very important that group leaders get Ryan a schedule as soon as 
they can so he can update the schedule and notify everyone.  

As discussed, we will be adding the master schedule to the website and twice a month it will be updated with the nec-
essary changes. An email will be sent to all noting that updates have been made.  

Rig cleaning and Rig checks came up also. When done with a call, don't forget to fuel the rig and clean out any gar-
bage. Any garbage that you can get rid of at the hospital, please do so, along with soiled laundry that can be exchanged. 
Oxygen should be filled and ready to go also. There have been some times where tanks are below or empty. That brings 
up another point. If you are not trained to fill oxygen of the cascade system in the back room, please do not attempt to do 
so. If you would like to be trained on it, that is fine. We will be updating the qualified personnel list shortly.  Supplies are 
ordered when we get notice that something is low or out. If you see something needs attention, throw a note into one of 
our mailboxes or email us. We do not know if no one says anything. Same thing goes with any issues on the ambulances. 
If you see something that needs attention, let us know. Drop a note. There are several things that are already on a list for 
2619. 2629 issues have been resolved. Some of those were manufacture issues and we had to wait for authorization to 
do repairs.  

The Fund Drive mailing will be going out in a few weeks for the 2008 season. If any member receives one at their 
house, please let me know or drop it off to me and I will have your address removed from the mailing. We may have 
missed some, so let me know.  

Spring weather is coming so enjoy the weather and the sunshine. Be safe and thank you for all you do to make this a 
shining department.
